professional dialogue and the incoherence of the educational policy This study shows that most teachers agree with the
measures in the Teacher Evaluation for Professional Development implemented by the Ministry of Education although some
supplementary measures need to be established in a more sophisticated manner before it can be implemented fully Finally
this study further proposes suggestions for a Teacher Evaluation model based on the Recommended Model of Teacher

operated from 1984 through 1994 The study recommended that TPP be terminated and reestablished with similar goals
